Ave is closed to traffic. (16th St. & Pennsylvania Ave. )

➠ Friday Night Beginner Skate (Beginner) - 7:00PM
A 7-mile skate around the mall.  Happy hour afterwards.  (April-Oct.)

➠ Sunday Social Skate (Intermediate) – 11:00 AM
8-12 miles, Moderate Pace, some hills, some traffic.

➠ Sunday Advanced Skate  (Intermediate/Advanced)–11:00 AM
15-20+ miles.  Fast pace, long up and down hills, heavy traffic.

➠ Wednesday Night Skate  (Intermediate/Advanced) – 7:00 PM
10-14 miles.  Fast to Moderate pace, hills, heavy traffic.
